A dayin Nantucket is like stepping back in time — cobblestone streets, shingled cottages, and a bustling
harbor welcome you off the ferry. Stroll through town’s boutiques and the Whaling Museum, walk out to

Brant Point Lighthouse, and enjoy the beachside town. End with a scoop from The Juice Bar before sailing
back across the Sound.
